On January 16, Macaloney's Island Distillery
took home Canadian Whisky of the Year
honours for its Peat Project Moscatel Barrique
single malt, at the 2025 Canadian Whisky
Awards. Macaloney’s was also awarded Gold for
Best Canadian Small Batch Single Malt at the
World Whiskies Awards, for their Peat Project
Sugar Kelp Infused Red Wine STR Peated
Single Malt.

The 100% malted barley whisky received

the top overall score from a panel of 14 judges,
who tasted and scored around 200 competing
whiskies in blind tastings. The whisky was
distilled using local barley and peat-smoked

at the distillery, then matured in a European
Moscatel wine barrique.

Merridale Cidery & Distillery

Recently awarded Gold at the World Whiskies
Awards, recognized for crafting the Best
Canadian Small Batch Single Malt 12 Years &
Under with their exceptional Whisky Jack’s.
This prestigious award highlights Merridale’s
exceptional craftsmanship and positions their
distillery among the country’s top whisky
producers.

Whisky Jack’s is a rare single malt, single barrel
whisky made from organic British Columbia
malt, aged five years in French Oak and an
additional two years in a cider brandy barrel,
then bottle-aged for over a decade after being
distilled in 2007. With unparalleled depth and
complexity, its gentle finish and unique character
reflect a careful maturation process that sets it
apart as one of the oldest and most distinctive
craft whiskies in British Columbia.
